ADMISSIONS UNDER DASA SCHEME

Eligibility Criteria for Admission:
(a)
Age: Maximum age limit is 25 years as on 1st October of that particular year.

(b)
Residence:

Candidates must be Foreign Nationals/Persons of Indian Origin (PIOs) studying in any country (including India).

(OR)

Indian Nationals studying abroad. (The Indian Nationals must have had at least 3 (three) years of education in a foreign country during the last 6 (six) years and must pass the qualifying examination (inclusive of 11th & 12th standard or equivalent) from abroad only)

Academic Qualifications
Candidates must have passed the qualifying examination, i.e. Senior Secondary [10+2] or equivalent from any system of education as recognised by the Association of Indian Universities with Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics as compulsory subjects; AND
Must have secured minimum of at least 60% aggregate marks or 6.75 CGPA on a 10 Point scale or equivalent grades in all the subjects of the qualifying examination.

Admission Procedure: 
Admissions are offered on Merit basis considering the Marks obtained in the qualifying exam (+2 or equivalent) in the subjects of Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics together. For example, the aggregate %age of marks of the candidate who gets X/100 in Physics, Y/100 in Chemistry and Z/100 in Mathematics will be (X+Y+Z)/3.

Allocation of Institutions/Courses:

Based on the Merit List drawn, the Allocation of Institution/Course is made as per the choices / preferences indicated by the Student in the Original Application Form.
